I.  Sarah’s Vision for OIED Outreach

Develop a resource center of international education, materials, people and programming

· Re-establish K-12 Program

· Fullbright Exchanges-for teachers and administrators (Fullbright has cancelled administrator exchanges to everywhere but Brazil and Argentina)

II.  K-12 Outreach Program

· long history; part of a consortium out of UNC-CH

· AS U GO (Global Outreach)
· AS U GO Presenters – “As-U-Go Into the schools”
· www.gl.unc.edu- has lots of great tools for data management and administering requests for presentation
ASU has:
· ~ 100 international students on VISA
· <100 on semester/year exchange
· a fair number of students raised overseas who are now permanent residents

could ask these populations to serve as presenters
Strategies to Implement:

· Examine possibility of an AS-U-Go service learning course- link with Teaching Fellows

· Facilitate workshops for teachers—professional development in utilizing multicultural resources in the classroom as well as As-U-Go Presenters (Angela Quick interested in teacher preparation for high school teachers—especially for communication with ESL/ELL students; she also sees that there is a shotgun approach to international education in the high school and would like to see a more interconnected program/curriculum developed)
· Provide programming that reflects the NC Standard Course of Study- Specific world regions to be covered by grade.
· Partner with Hubbard Center/Kate Brinko is developing a comprehensive faculty database relating to international involvement, expertise, and interests; could become a speakers bureau
· Reinvent the K-12 outreach program
· have 3 visits by presenter(s) group to a classroom and develop a relationship between the presenter(s) and students

· Mary Smalling feels three visits would be very realistic, proposed the idea of linking an international student to a classroom and having that student participate for a half day weekly

· Angela Quick feels strongly that regardless of major, international students can be integrated into the high school and would like greater involvement beyond presentations

general conversation about the need to work not just with high ability students but students across the academic and socio-economic spectrum.(Gus Pena) 

after school programs would be a great avenue to involve As-U-Go presenters/participants
use the friendship program to assist with transportation to get international students into schools 
Issues to resolve with the AS-U-GO project

· Background check required prior to coming into schools if working with students- one page form

· Students will be paid as an incentive – Grant funding (Sarah will be working on this)

· pay scholarship to international students ($9,000)

· do 80 hrs/ year of cultural presentations
· highly competitive (they choose 15 per year out of about 100 applications) and a great recruiting tool

· this year’s theme could build on the Summer Reading Program with the topic Immigration
· this year wish to focus on freshmen
· Angela Quick will get the high school media folks to develop information for the high school teachers

· Mary Smalling—Hardin Park is involved already, will get a team of teachers working on the topic

· Could really leverage the County Library

· International flags on King Street??-would have to take through town council or Public Works (Blake Brown in Public Works)

· How can we get local businesses to use their marquees?  (Where does your clothing come from?)
