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SCHOLARSHIP OPPORTUNITIES FOR STUDENTS TO

DEVELOP GLOBAL COMPETENCIES
Benjamin A. Gilman International Scholarship Program:  The Gilman International Scholarship Program offers a competition for awards for undergraduate study abroad and was established by the International Academic Opportunity Act of 2000. This scholarship provides awards for U.S. undergraduate students who are receiving federal Pell Grant funding at a 2-year or 4-year college or university to participate in study abroad programs worldwide.  Sponsored by the U.S. Department of State Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs, this congressionally funded program is administered by the Institute of International Education

Thomas R. Pickering Foreign Affairs Fellowship Program: The goal of this program, administered by the Woodrow Wilson National Fellowship Foundation, is to attract outstanding students from all ethnic and social backgrounds, who have an interest in pursuing a Foreign Service career in the U.S. Department of State.  The program provides funding to undergraduate and graduate students as they are prepared academically and professionally to enter the U.S. Department of State Foreign Service.  Applicants must be in the sophomore year of undergraduate study with cumulative grade point average of 3.2 or higher at the time of application. The award covers tuition and mandatory fees (excluding health insurance), living stipend (based on the institution(s room and board rate), reimbursement for books and one round-trip travel between home and school.  These costs are covered during the junior and senior years and during the first year of graduate study.  While the student is in the program, is expected to participate in two summer internships, one domestic and one overseas within the U.S. Department of State.

Thomas R. Pickering Graduate Foreign Affairs Fellowship Program:  The goal of this program, administered by the Woodrow Wilson National Fellowship Foundation, is to attract outstanding students from all ethnic and social backgrounds, who have an interest in pursuing a Foreign Service career in the U.S. Department of State.  The program provides funding to graduate students as they are prepared academically and professionally to enter the U.S. Department of State Foreign Service.  At the time of application, candidates must be seeking admission to graduate school for the following year.  Applicants must have a minimum undergraduate grade point average of 3.2 or higher.  The award covers tuition and mandatory fees (excluding health insurance), living stipend (based on the institution(s room and board rate), reimbursement for books and one round-trip travel between home and school.  These costs are covered during the first year and second year of graduate study.  Graduate-level Fellows receive stipends during their participation in the two required summer internships, one domestic and one overseas within the U.S. Department of State.

CIA Undergraduate Internship Program:  Students interested in foreign affairs or students looking for a career where they can make a difference may participate in the CIA Undergraduate Internship Program. This unique program is designed to give promising undergraduate students, particularly minorities and people with disabilities, the opportunity to gain practical work experience that complements their academic studies.  Students are given the opportunity to work with highly-skilled professionals and see first-hand the role the CIA plays in supporting US officials who make U.S. foreign policy.  The program is interested in students majoring in engineering, computer science, mathematics, economics, physical sciences, foreign languages, area studies, business administration, accounting, international relations, finance, logistics, human resources, geography, national security studies, military and foreign affairs, political science and graphic design.  Interns are required to work either a combination of one semester and one summer internship,, or two 90-day summer internships.

CIA Undergraduate Scholarship Program:  The Undergraduate Scholar Program was developed, in part, to assist minority and disabled students, but application is open to all students who meet the requirements. The program offers unmatched experience.  Students complete work sessions during each summer break, increasing their knowledge and job responsibilities while assisting intelligence professionals and applying their academic skills.  Scholars are challenged with  meaningful work that relates to their college major.  Once selected, students are given an annual salary; a benefits package that includes health insurance, life insurance, and retirement; and up to $18,000 per calendar year for tuition, mandatory fees, books and supplies.  Students are required to work at an Agency facility during summer breaks and to maintain full-time college status during the school year with a minimum cumulative 3.0/4.0 GPA.  CIA pays the cost of transportation between school and the Washington, DC area each summer and provide a housing allowance.   Because the Scholar Program is an investment in you, accepting an offer means making a career choice.  The Agency ask that the students agree to continue employment with the Agency after college graduation for a period equal to 1.5 times the length of your college sponsorship.  The Scholar Program is extremely competitive.

Charles B. Rangel International Affairs Fellowship Program: The Rangel Program seeks to attract outstanding young people who have an interest in pursuing a career in the Foreign Service of the U. S. Department of State. Graduating seniors and recent college graduates with strong academic records are encouraged to apply and those selected will enter into one of the most exciting and rewarding careers available. The selected fellows receive two year graduate tuition and participate in the Summer Enrichment Program. The Summer Enrichment Program also includes undergraduates selected through a separate process. Both aspects of the Rangel Program encourage the involvement of members of minority groups and those with financial need.  The Rangel award consists of ten fellowships of up to $28,000 annually towards tuition, room, board, books and mandatory fees for completion of a two-year master((s degree. At the conclusion of two years of study, the Rangel Fellow is expected to obtain a degree in international affairs or another area of relevance to the work of the Foreign Service (such as public administration, public policy, business administration, foreign languages, economics, political science, communications) at a graduate or professional school approved by the Ralph J. Bunche International Affairs Center. Awardees are expected to maintain a cumulative GPA of 3.2 throughout their period of study.

UNCFSP Summer Internship Opportunities Program:  The Department of Defense (DoD) Summer Internships and Opportunities (SIO) program identifies and recruits students enrolled in programs of study in one of the eight research areas: Chemistry, Electronics, Environmental Sciences, Life Sciences, Mathematical Sciences, Materials Sciences, Mechanical Sciences and Physics.  Participation in the Summer Internship Opportunities Program provides an internship and research opportunity that allow a student to work under the supervision of researchers in one of the fields listed above and work in one of the Department of Defense research facilities located around the country.  The internship also provides an opportunity to gain hands-on experience and an understanding as to how science, mathematics, engineering and technology play a vital role in enhancing the Department of Defense's capabilities.

The National Security Education Program (NSEP) David L. Boren Undergraduate Scholarships:  The National Security Education Program (NSEP) awards scholarships to US students for study of world regions critical to U.S. interests (including Africa, Asia, Central & Eastern Europe, Eurasia, Latin America & the Caribbean, and the Middle East). The countries of Western Europe, Canada, Australia, and New Zealand are excluded.  Scholarships are awarded in the amounts of $2,500 for summer, $4,000 - $10,000 for a semester or $6,000 - $20,000 for an academic year.  NSEP focuses on geographic areas, languages, and fields of study deemed critical to U.S. national security. It draws on a broad definition of national security applied by the President in his annual National Security Strategy, recognizing that the scope of national security has expanded to include not only the traditional concerns of protecting and promoting American well-being, but also the challenges of global society, including: sustainable development, environmental degradation, global disease and hunger, population growth and migration, and economic competitiveness.

Freeman Awards for Study Abroad in Asia (Freeman-ASIA):  The primary goal of Freeman-ASIA is to increase the number of American undergraduate students who study in East and Southeast Asia, by providing them with the information and financial assistance they will need.  This program is administered by the Institute of International Education (IIE).  Freeman-ASIA seeks to encourage all applicants to apply whether they are familiar with the host country language or not.  Many programs offer beginner/intensive Asian language courses. IIE strongly encourages applicants to study an Asian language while abroad, regardless of whether or not they have any previous experience with that language.  Freeman-ASIA provides $5,000 per semester, for students currently receiving federal Pell Grants.

Robert B. Bailey Scholarship:  The Robert B. Bailey Scholarship is intended to promote the participation in Council on International Education and Exchange(s (CIEE) International Study Programs of individuals or members of groups that have traditionally been underrepresented in study abroad, especially ethnic minority students.  Applicants are asked to specify the group to which they belong and which they believe to be underrepresented in study abroad.  These awards are funded by the generous bequest of Robert B. Bailey III, former member of CIEE((s Board of Directors and Professor of Sociology and Director of Study Abroad at the University of Wisconsin-River Falls, and by other private donations.  Applications are reviewed based upon the information provided, including scholarship essays and recommendations.  As part of the scholarship essay, students should indicate if, or how, their membership in an underrepresented group was a factor in the choice of their program, and how they plan to integrate this international experience into academic, community, professional, and extracurricular activities. Financial need is strongly considered. Awards are usually made in the amount of $500.  The award will be applied toward the applicant((s program fee.

School for International Training (SIT) - College Semester Abroad Scholarships:  About one-third of those who seek scholarships from SIT Study Abroad receive financial assistance to participate in our programs.  Awards generally range from $500 to $4,000. Awards are made on consideration of both merit and need.  In addition, SIT Study Abroad uses its scholarship funds to ensure that a diverse group of students, from all regions in the U.S. and from a variety of colleges and universities can participate. · The SIT Fund:  This scholarship fund is designed to help promote study abroad opportunities worldwide. Scholarships may be used by anyone enrolled in an SIT Study Abroad program to offset the cost of the program.

· The Diversity Fund:  To support SIT's commitment to achieving a diverse learning community, scholarships are offered to students who will enhance the racial, national, and ethnic diversity of SIT programs. 

· The Compton Fund:  This Fund was established to provide scholarships to undergraduate students participating in SIT programs with environmental, peace studies, or sustainable development themes. Particular emphasis will be given to students representing U.S. minority groups. 

· SIT Freeman Grant:  In an effort to increase the pool of leaders and teachers in the United States with an in-depth understanding of the cultures, countries, and future of Asia, a restricted fund has been made available for scholarships for SIT Study Abroad's China, Mongolia, and Viet Nam programs. The SIT Freeman Grant is a competitive merit award open to undergraduate scholars of Asia who are U.S. citizens or permanent residents. Awards are based on academic performance, curricular interest, and the ability to carry out independent field study.

· HBCU Packard Scholarship:  In order to help increase the number of minorities who are leaders in the sciences, this scholarship provides funding for science majors from Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCUs) who participate in SIT Study Abroad programs and pursue a science-oriented Independent Study Project. Applicants must be nominated by a science faculty member.

· The Workum Fund:  This Fund provides scholarship assistance for participants in SIT Study Abroad programs to the Indian subcontinent (India, Nepal, and Tibetan Studies programs). This memorial scholarship was created by family and friends of Lee Workum, and is awarded on the basis of established interest in study of the Indian subcontinent. Lee went to India in 1955 as a summer abroad participant with The U.S. Experiment in International Living (SIT's parent organization, now known as World Learning). She did graduate work in anthropology, focusing on India, and subsequently led Experiment groups to India in 1959 and 1965. At the time of her death in the early 1970s, she was employed in the Foreign Policy Association's "Great Decisions Program," and was actively involved in the Asia Society and the India Council of New York.

· Sally Bragg Baker Scholarship:  This scholarship is awarded to a female participant in any SIT Study Abroad program who demonstrates international awareness and a desire to create a more peaceful world through international exchange. 

Cultural Experience Abroad (CEA) Academic Excellence Scholarship:  A maximum of 12 scholarships annually are awarded in the amount of $1,000 (six fall and six spring scholarships).  Academic year students are eligible to receive only one award per academic year and must apply before the fall scholarship deadline.  Applicants must respond to the assigned essay topic: (What do you consider to be the value of international education and how have you demonstrated that academically?"

U.S. Department of State(s Fulbright Program: The Fulbright Program is the largest U.S. international exchange program offering opportunities for students, scholars and professionals to undertake international graduate study, advanced research, university teaching, and teaching in elementary and secondary schools worldwide. Awards grants are provided to more than 1,100 U.S. citizen students in all fields of study.  The program operates in more than 140 countries worldwide  Projects may include university course work, independent library or field research, or professional training in the arts.  This program is designed for recent BA/BS graduates, master's, and doctoral candidates; young professionals; and artists.

School of Field Studies (SFS)(Environmental Field Studies Abroad--Andreas Family Fund Scholarships:  The Andreas Family Scholarship Fund focuses on providing financial aid (up to $6,000) to students in U.S. public colleges, who are academically eligible but may not be able to afford to participate in an SFS program. The fund's goal is to reduce the financial barriers to participation and broaden the range of students who participate in SFS programs.  Andreas Family Fund Scholarship application deadlines are October 15th for Spring programs and March 15th for Fall programs

The Marion Wright Edelman Scholarship: This scholarship provides $1,000 to a students of minority background to study in Africa, Americas, Asia, and Pacific.  The scholarship is administered by the Lisle Fellowship in Temperance, Michigan.  Candidate selected for this scholarship must demonstrate a history of commitment to the creation of a just and peaceful world, ability to follow through with projects which work with and toward world community, and concrete evidence that others will benefit from the experience of the scholarship recipient.  Application deadline is April 1.

Vincent L. Hawkinson Foundation for Peace and Justice Scholarship: Since its inception in 1988, the Foundation has awarded $27,000 in scholarships to 28 students, enabling them to pursue undergraduate and graduate studies in the U.S. and around the world.

The Rotary Foundation Ambassadorial Scholarships: The Rotary Foundation is currently the world(s largest private sponsor of university-level international scholarships.  The Ambassadorial Scholarships program supports the mission of the Rotary Foundation to further international understanding and world peace.  During the study period, scholars are expected to be outstanding ambassadors of goodwill to the people of the host country through appearances before Rotary clubs and districts, schools, civic organizations, and other forums.  After study has been completed, scholars share their experiences with the people of their home countries and with the Rotarians who sponsored their scholarships.  Applicants must have completed at least two years of university or college course work when the scholarship begins.  The Ambassadorial Scholarships program include three scholarships:

· Academic-Year Ambassadorial Scholarship: This scholarship is for one regular academic year (usually nine months) of full-time study at an institution assigned by the Rotary Foundation Trustees.  The recipient many not earn a degree or diploma during the study period.  Recipients are expected to be proficient in the language of a host country.  Funding is provided to cover round-trip transportation, one month of intensive language training (if assigned by the Foundation), required fees for a normal course load, reasonable room and board, and some educational supplies.  Generally, award will range between $14,000 and $26,000 depending upon actual costs at the assigned study institution.

· Multi-Year Ambassadorial Scholarship: This scholarship is for two years of full-time degree-oriented study at an institution assigned by the Rotary Foundation Trustees.  The scholarship may be used for almost any field, as long as the scholar is enrolled in a specific university degree program and take course work which relates directly to the completion of one degree.  The Multi-Year Scholarship provides a flat grant of approximately $13,000 or its equivalent for each year.

· Cultural Ambassadorial Scholarship: This scholarship is for either three or six months of intensive language training and cultural immersion at a language school selected by the Rotary Foundation Trustees.  The three-month scholarship is most appropriate for studying a foreign language in which the applicant may already be somewhat proficient.  The six-month scholarship is more appropriate for studying a language that presents a challenge to the applicant.  Funding is provided to cover round-trip transportation, tuition and fees for the language training, and homestay expenses.  Funding will not exceed approximately $12,000 or its equivalent for a three-month scholarship or $19,000 or its equivalent for a six-month scholarship.

Camp Adventure Youth Services:  Camp Adventure Youth Services, a program of the University of Northern Iowa, offers students an opportunity to plan and implement model school-age services and youth development programs, develop leadership and management skills, enhance students( global awareness and promote cultural sensitivity.  Camp Adventure offers a full line of school-age and youth service programs directed primarily toward U.S. military installations, U.S. embassies, and corporate clubs and associations. Camp Adventure services have been implemented in Korea, Japan England, Belgium, Germany, Turkey, the Netherlands, Kuwait, People(s Republic of China, Taiwan, Panama, Spain, Hong Kong, Bahrain, Russia, and the United States.  Students from over 80 colleges and universities participate in this service learning program.  Although Camp Adventure Youth Services supports participants( living expenses, including the cost of food, lodging, and miscellaneous items. Further, transportation to and from the site is included, as well as 12 hours of credit at a reduced cost.

American Institute for Foreign Study (AIFS): AIFS makes awards to help students who are currently enrolled in an undergraduate program to participate in its summer or spring international exchange program.  Applicants must have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or better and be of Asia, African American, Hispanic, or Native American Heritage.  The awards range from $500 to $1,000.  Application deadlines are April 15 for the summer program and October 15 for the spring program.

Golden Key Study Abroad Scholarships:   This scholarship program is administered by the Golden Key International Honor Society: Awards are based on academic achievement and active participation in Golden Key activities.  Only undergraduate Golden Key members are eligible to apply.  Ten scholarship are awarded  each up to$2,000 per scholarship.  Application deadlines are April 15 and October 15.

Bridging Scholarships for Study in Japan:  The Association of Teachers of Japanese (ATJ) Bridging Project offers scholarships to American students participating in study-abroad programs in Japan. Funding from private foundations and major U.S. corporations has made it possible for ATJ to award 100 scholarships annually to assist students with the travel and living expenses they will incur while studying abroad in Japan for a semester or an academic year.  Bridging Scholarship recipients receive a stipend of $2,500 (for students on semester-long programs) or $4,000 (for students on academic year programs). Students studying in Japan on summer programs are not eligible to apply.  Applications for Bridging Scholarships are accepted twice a year.  Undergraduate students majoring in any field of study are eligible to apply for these scholarships. Japanese language study is not a prerequisite. Applicants must be U.S. citizens or permanent residents and be enrolled in a college or university in the United States.
